B White Hill
Virtually unused.

Walk up the steps to the
playground and follow the
path round the playing fields
to the rear entrance.

The car park can be
accessed from Ayot Green:
From Digswell Hill, follow
signs to Ayot Green, continue
over A1 bridge & follow the
road as it bears right.

Turn right into Homerswood
Lane, this leads directly onto
White Hill.

Continue down White Hill, the
entrance to the car park is on
the right.

This route would be useful for
families coming from the
centre of WGC, thus avoiding
the congestion in London
Road, Welwyn Village and
School Lane.

C Civic Centre
Busy in afternoons.

Walk up Hobbs Hill and
Ottway Walk and use the rear
entrance

D High Street

Busy during shopping hours.
Cross the High Street and
School Lane, then as for C.

E Lockley's Drive

Busy during working day.
Walk along Church Street
and High Street, then as for
D.

F Broomfield Road

Very small (4-6 cars) and
tight for manoeuvring. Walk
along to London Road cross-
ing and use front entrance.
